CODE OF STUDENT BEHAVIOR
Students are expected to conduct themselves responsibly.  Our experience is that most will. However, to avoid ambiguity we have developed this professional student code of conduct.  The purpose of this policy is to provide the students with fair notice of conduct which is considered unacceptable while participating in a Study Abroad Program prepared by the New Mexico Highlands University, School of Business Administration, Economic Development Center, Office of International Programs, and Dr. Luis Ortiz which may be the basis for the immediate expulsion of the student from the Program Abroad. This policy is a summary of the Student Handbook of Operating Procedures; however, this can not be, in anyway, considered a substitute to the Student Handbook of Operating Procedures.
Prohibited Acts or Practices
· Possession or use of any type of firearm, imitation firearm, ammunition, explosive, hazardous chemical or other weapon as defined by American explosive, hazardous chemical or other weapon as defined by American. 

· Illegal use, possession, and/or sale of a drug, narcotic, or paraphernalia. Sexual abuse or sex offenses.
· Sexual abuse or sex offenses.

· Students who choose to drink alcoholic-beverages are expected to do responsible
· Sexual harassment. 
· Hazing whether on or off campus is prohibited.

· Disorderly conduct or any conduct which would disrupt the maintenance of order and propriety, including the use of obscene and profane language or indecent exposure in abroad campus or off campus.
· Engaging in conduct, singly or in concert with others, which obstructs, disrupts or interferes with any teaching, educational, research, administrative, disciplinary, public service, or other activity or public performance in abroad campus or off campus.

· Failure to comply with the directions of a representative of the UTPA or NMHU representative of the University abroad.

· Committing an act or academic or scholastic dishonesty.

· Defacing mutilating, destroying or taking unauthorized possession of any property, equipment, supplies, buildings, or facilities owned or controlled by the University, the host family, other students or the hotels abroad.
